KNOW YOUR BRISTLE BRUSH ATTACHMENT (Fig.A)
1.	 End Cap
2.	 Bristle Brush Attachment Shaft
3.	 Guard
4.	 Brush Roller

ASSEMBLY 
 WARNING: If any parts are damaged or missing, 

do not operate this product until the parts are replaced. 
Use of this product with damaged or missing parts could 
result in serious personal injury.

MOUNTING THE GUARD

 WARNING: Install the guard before the bristle brush 
attachment is connected to the power head.

1.	 Loosen and remove the bolt from the guard with the 
supplied Allen key (Fig. B).

2.	 Lift the bristle brush attachment shaft and remove 
the end cap from the shaft.

3.	 With the slot in the guard aligned with the rib on the 
end of the shaft, pass the guard through the shaft 
until the screw holes in the guard and in the shaft are 
aligned (Fig. C & D).

4.	 Use the supplied Allen key to tighten the bolt 
clockwise to lock the guard securely.

MOUNTING THE BRUSH ROLLERS
1.	 Push the drive axle onto the driven shaft (Fig. E).

2.	 To secure the drive axle to the driven shaft, insert the 
lock pin into the locking hole.

NOTICE: The lock pin needs to be installed into place (Fig. F).

3.	 Follow the same steps to mount the other drive axle.

4.	 Push the brush roller onto the drive axle (Fig. G).

5.	 Insert the hitch pin into the hole at the end to secure 
the brush roller to the drive axle (Fig .H).

6.	 Follow the same steps to mount the other brush roller.
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CONNECTING THE BRISTLE BRUSH ATTACHMENT 
TO THE POWER HEAD

 WARNING: Never attach or adjust any attachment 
while the power head is running or with the battery 
installed. Failure to stop the motor and remove the 
battery may cause serious personal injury.

This bristle brush attachment is designed for use with 
EGO Power Head PH1400E

1. 	 Stop the motor and remove the battery pack.

2.	 Loosen the wing nut on the power head coupler.

3.	 If the end cap is on the attachment shaft, remove it 
and save it in a safe place for later use.

Align the arrow on the bristle brush shaft with the arrow 
on the coupler (Fig. I) and push the bristle brush shaft into 
the coupler until you hear a clear “CLICK” sound (Fig. J).

4.	 Slightly pull the shaft of the bristle brush attachment 
to verify that it is securely locked into the coupler. If 
not, move the bristle brush shaft back and forth in 
the coupler until a clear “CLICK” sound indicates that 
it is engaged.

5.	 Tighten the wing nut securely.

 WARNING: Be sure the wing nut on the coupler 
is fully tightened before operating the equipment; 
check it periodically for tightness during use to avoid 
serious personal injury.

REMOVING THE ATTACHMENT FROM THE POWER 
HEAD

1.	 Stop the motor and remove the battery pack.

2.	 Loosen the wing nut.

3.	 With the shaft-release button depressed, pull or twist 
the bristle brush attachment shaft out of the coupler 
to remove it from the power head.

OPERATION
 WARNING: Do not allow familiarity with this product

Hold and guide the bristle brush at a shallow angle. If the 
bristle brush is held at too steep an angle, it tends to push 
back towards the operator.

Maintain your grip and balance on both feet (Fig. K).

Thrown materials may seriously injure the operator or 
bystander. To reduce the risk of personal injury, it is 
essential to take the following precautions:

	◾ Always hold the bristle brush with both hands when 
operating. Use a firm grip on both handles.

	◾ Move the bristle brush to the work area before 
starting and start the bristle brush at a lower speed.

	◾ To reduce the risk of injury from loss of control, 
hold and guide the bristle brush at a shallow angle. 
If the bristle brush is held at too steep an angle, it 
tends to push back towards the operator.

Before each use check for damaged/worn parts

Check the brush roller, guard, front-assist handle, and 
drive axle and replace any parts that are cracked, warped, 
bent, or damaged in any way.

Clean the bristle brush after each use

See the Maintenance section for cleaning instructions.

TO START/STOP THE TOOL

the power head PH1400E operator’s manual
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MAINTENANCE
 WARNING: When servicing, use only identical 

replacement parts. Use of any other parts may create a hazard 
or cause product damage. To ensure safety and reliability, all 
repairs should be performed by a qualified service technician.

 WARNING: Battery tools do not have to be plugged 
into an electrical outlet; therefore, they are always in 
operating condition. To prevent serious personal injury, take 
extra precautions and care when performing maintenance, 
service or for changing the cutting attachment or other 
attachments.

BRUSH ROLLER MAINTENCE

REPLACING THE BRUSH ROLLERS

 WARNING: A damaged brush roller may break into 
pieces after long-time use, which may cause dangerous 
projectiles. Thrown objects can cause serious injury. Inspect 
it regularly and do not operate the bristle brush with worn or 
damaged parts.

To Remove (Fig. L)
1.	 Remove the hitch pin from the end of the drive axle.

2.	 Pull the brush roller, together with cover plate on it, 
off the drive axle.

3.	 If the drive axle is damaged, remove the lock pin 
from the hole of the drive axle and pull the drive axle 
off the driven shaft (Fig. M).

4.	 If the cover plate is damaged, pull it from the brush 
roller and replace it.

5.	 Follow the same steps to remove the other brush roller.

To Install
1.	 Install the drive axle onto the driven shaft and insert 

the lock pin into the hole on the drive axle (see Fig. F).

2.	 Install the cover plate onto the brush roller with the 
rib in the cover plate aligned with the hole on the 
brush roller (Fig. N).

3.	 Push the brush roller onto the drive axle (see Fig. G).

4.	 Insert the hitch pin in the hole at the end of the drive 
axle and fold it flat.

5.	 Follow the same steps to mount the other brush 
roller.

CLEAN THE UNIT
	◾ Remove the battery.

	◾ Clear the pieces of roots, clogged soils, or plants from 
the brush rollers, guard, or the gear box. For thorough 
cleaning, remove the brush rollers and guard to wash 
them thoroughly. For detailed replacement steps please 
see above section“REPLACING THE BRUSH ROLLERS”.

	◾ Keep the air vents free of obstructions.

STORING THE UNIT
	◾ Remove the battery pack from the tool.

	◾ Clean the tool thoroughly and inspect the brush rollers.

	◾ Remove the bristle brush attachment from the power 
head and cover the attachment shaft with end cap to 
avoid dirt getting into the coupling.

	◾ Store the tool in a dry, well-ventilated area, locked-up 
or up high, out of the reach of children. Do not store 
the unit on or adjacent to fertilizers, gasoline, or other 
chemicals.

Bristle brush fails to 
start.

	◾ The battery pack is not properly attached 
to the power head.

	◾ Attach the battery pack to the power 
head.

	◾ No electrical contact between the power 
head and the battery pack.

	◾ Remove battery, check contacts and 
reinstall the battery pack so that  it 
snaps into place.

	◾ The battery pack is depleted. 	◾ Charge the battery pack with an EGO 
charger listed in this manual. 

	◾ The lock-off lever and trigger of the power 
head are not depressed simultaneously.

	◾ Press the lock-off lever and hold it, 
then depress the trigger to turn on.

	◾ Still not start beyond the above reasons. 	◾ Contact EGO Customer Service.

Bristle brush is obvi-
ously damaged.

	◾ Abnormal damage during transportation 
or use.

	◾ Contact EGO Customer Service.

Bristle brush stops 
while brushing.

FOR THREE YEARS from the date of original retail purchase, the EGO Power+ System battery pack and charger are 
warranted against defects in material or workmanship. Defective product will receive free repair.

This warranty does not cover routine maintenance parts and consumables that can wear out from normal use within the 
warranty period.

	◾ This warranty applies only to the original purchaser at retail and may not be transferred.
